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NSS Symbol

The symbol of the National Service Scheme is based on the 'Rath' wheels
of the Konark Sun Temple of Orissa. These gaint wheels of the Sun Temple portray
the cycle of creation, preservation and release and signify the movement in life across
time and space. The design of the symbol, a simplified form of the Sun chariot wheel,
primarily depicts movement. The wheel signifies the progressive cycle of life. It
stands for continuity as well as change and implies that it is mandatory on the part of
NSS for continuous striving of social transformation and upliftment.

NSS Badge

The NSS symbol is embossed on the NSS Badge. The NSS volunteer
wears it while undertaking various community programmes or community service.
There are 24 wheels in the 'Rath’ of the Sun Temple of Konark. Each wheel has eight
bars, which represent 8 pahars of a day. Hence the badges remind the wearers to be in
readiness for service of the nation round the clock, i.e. 24 hours or 8 pahars. The
RED colour in the badge indicates that the NSS volunteers are full of blood, i.e.,
lively, active and spirited. The NAVY BLUE Colour indicates the cosmos of which
the NSS is a tiny part ready to contribute its share for the welfare of mankind.

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Sustainable cities that breathe with Biodiversity

Cities are frequently described as “concrete jungles”— characterized by sprawling skylines,
dense traffic, and clusters of high-rise structures. Yet, within this urban landscape lies a transformative
vision: the conception of cities as living ecosystems. In the context of accelerating climate change and
rapid urban migration, the integration of biodiversity into urban design has become a necessity rather
than an option. The cities of the future must not only accommodate human populations but also create
environments where natural life can flourish.

The Significance of Urban Biodiversity

At present, more than half of the global population resides in urban areas, a figure projected to
rise to nearly 70 percent by 2050. This expansion, while inevitable, has historically been accompanied
by deforestation, the depletion of wetlands, air pollution, and the reduction of natural habitats.
Nonetheless, recent studies indicate that cities, if thoughtfully planned, are capable of sustaining
considerable biodiversity. Rooftop gardens that attract pollinators, wetlands that provide shelter for
migratory birds, and community parks filled with native flora demonstrate that urban ecosystems can
thrive alongside development.

The relevance of biodiversity in cities extends beyond environmental conservation. It is
directly linked to human well-being. Green belts absorb pollutants, regulate temperatures, and reduce
the urban heat island effect. Tree-lined avenues and urban parks alleviate psychological stress, while
wetlands act as natural buffers against flooding. Moreover, community gardens provide not only
nutritional benefits but also strengthen social cohesion. In essence, urban biodiversity represents an
investment in the long-term health, resilience, and sustainability of cities.

Rethinking the Urban Landscape

Prioritizing biodiversity in city planning demands a paradigm shift in the philosophy of urban
development. Rather than treating green areas as secondary or ornamental features, urban planners
must integrate ecological considerations into the very foundation of city design. Several innovative
approaches illustrate this shift:

1. Green Roofs and Vertical Gardens
Buildings can serve dual functions: as spaces for human habitation and as ecological habitats.

Green roofs mitigate urban heat while offering refuge for birds and insects. Vertical gardens improve
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air quality and reduce noise pollution. Singapore’s “Supertree Grove” provides a striking illustration of
how architecture and ecology can harmoniously converge.
2. Blue-Green Infrastructure

Water bodies play a pivotal role in sustaining biodiversity. Restoring rivers, ponds, and
wetlands within urban spaces not only provides habitats for aquatic species but also mitigates flood
risks. Copenhagen has successfully integrated blue-green corridors into its stormwater systems,
creating multifunctional spaces that are both ecological and recreational.

3. Pollinator Pathways

The global decline in pollinator populations threatens food security and ecological balance.
Urban areas can counter this trend by establishing “pollinator highways” through interconnected
flowering strips, green road dividers, and pesticide-free gardens, thereby ensuring the survival of bees,
butterflies, and other vital species.

4. Wildlife Corridors

Habitat fragmentation poses one of the greatest threats to urban fauna. Cities such as Toronto
have responded by constructing wildlife corridors, including overpasses and underpasses, which
enable animals to traverse safely across urban barriers.

5. Biodiversity-Sensitive Urban Design (BSUD)

This emerging framework advocates for biodiversity assessments to be embedded within the
earliest stages of city planning. By mapping native species and ecosystems before construction,
planners can design infrastructure that supports, rather than disrupts, ecological integrity.

Global Models of Nature-Positive Cities
Examples from across the globe underscore the practicality of integrating biodiversity into urban
planning:
= Singapore has transitioned from its vision of a “Garden City” to a “City in Nature,” mandating
rooftop greenery and restoring native habitats even in residential areas.
= Curitiba, Brazil transformed flood-prone areas into expansive parks, protecting residents while
enhancing local biodiversity.
= London, United Kingdom has implemented Biodiversity Action Plans requiring new
developments to incorporate features such as bat boxes and bird-friendly designs, while wetlands
like Walthamstow have flourished as biodiversity hotspots.
= Delhi, India has pioneered community-driven urban forests through the Miyawaki method,

where dense groves of native trees are cultivated in compact plots, revitalizing degraded spaces.

These cases illustrate that biodiversity-friendly urban development is both scalable and adaptable,

regardless of a city’s economic status.
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Restoring the Human-Nature Connection

At its core, urban biodiversity seeks to repair the strained relationship between humans and the
natural environment. Children in metropolitan areas often grow up with minimal exposure to
ecosystems, a reality associated with diminished physical and psychological well-being. By restoring
natural spaces in cities, opportunities are created for everyday interactions with nature, fostering a
culture of care and responsibility toward the environment.
Challenges in Implementation

Despite its potential, embedding biodiversity in urban landscapes faces several obstacles:
Competing land uses restrict the allocation of space for green areas.

Ecological risks may arise if non-native species are introduced without adequate planning.
Overcoming these challenges requires well-formulated policies, collaboration among

stakeholders, and active citizen participation.

Citizen science
projects, neighbourhood gardens, and small-scale urban farming empower residents to take ownership
of green projects. This involvement not only ensures continuity but also strengthens community bonds.

Furthermore, incorporating indigenous and traditional ecological knowledge provides cities
with sustainable models rooted in centuries of coexistence with nature. Practices such as community-
managed forests, sacred groves, and localized water conservation systems offer valuable insights for
building resilient urban ecosystems.
Envisioning the Cities of the Future

Envision cities where daily life is accompanied by birdsong, cycling routes wind through
shaded corridors alive with pollinators, and restored wetlands double as protective infrastructure
against floods. Such visions are not idealistic aspirations but practical models already being
implemented across the globe.

The future city will not be defined solely by technological innovation or economic growth, but
by its capacity to function as a living system that sustains both humans and the wider web of life.

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Hooked, Hunted, and Hungry for Connection: How Phones and
Social Media Are Shaping Students’ Mental Health

Nomophobia: The Fear of Being Without a Phone

A student once told me, “Ma’am, I feel uneasy if my phone is not within reach, even when | am
trying to sleep.” Another admitted that when his battery drops below twenty percent, he feels as if he
is about to lose something important.

This anxiety has a name: nomophobia. It describes the fear of being without a phone,
whether due to low battery, poor signal, or even the thought of switching it off. Many students check
their phones constantly, panic if they misplace them, and find it difficult to focus without digital
access. Phones do keep them connected, but over time, dependence can disturb sleep, reduce
concentration, and increase stress.

FOMO: The Fear of Missing Out

Another challenge student’s face is FOMO, or the fear of missing out. Imagine a student lying
in bed at midnight, scrolling through Instagram. Friends are at a party, someone else has gone on a
trip, and another has posted a fun story. For the one left out, a simple thought creeps in: “Everyone
else is living better than me "

This comparison pushes students to spend hours online, even late into the night. Social media,
which is meant to connect, often ends up creating feelings of restlessness and inadequacy. Instead of
feeling included, students may feel left behind.

The Need to Belong

Beyond fear of disconnection and missing out lies something even deeper: the need to belong.
Human beings are social by nature. We all want to feel accepted, valued, and part of a community. For
students, especially in their teenage and young adult years, this need becomes very powerful.

In today’s digital world, belonging is often measured through likes, comments, or being part of
group chats. A single notification can feel like approval, while silence can feel like rejection.
Over time, self-worth begins to depend on digital validation. Students may neglect real-life friendships
for online interactions, believing that their identity and value are tied to how visible they are on social
media.

Impact on Students’ Mental Health

Nomophobia, FOMO, and the need to belong may seem harmless at first, but together they can
take a serious toll on mental health. Constant checking of phones and social comparison increases
stress and anxiety. Students often sacrifice sleep for late-night scrolling, which affects mood, focus,
and academic performance.
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Tips for Parents

As parents, it is natural to worry when technology seems to take over a child’s world. The
solution is not to confiscate the phone or ban social media altogether. Instead, the focus should be on
creating healthier patterns of use and building stronger offline connections.

Start with open conversations. Many young people feel judged when their parents talk about
screen time. Rather than beginning with criticism, ask gentle questions like, “How do you feel after
scrolling late at night?” or “Does being online help you feel connected, or does it make you feel left
out sometimes?” When students feel heard, they are more likely to reflect honestly on their own
habits.

Introduce phone-free zones and times at home. For example, no phones during meals, during
family outings, or for at least thirty minutes before bedtime. These small rules create opportunities for
genuine interaction and better rest. Encourage children to keep their phones outside the bedroom at
night and to use an alarm clock instead of relying on the phone.

Encourage offline hobbies and friendships. Students who are deeply engaged in sports, music,
art, or volunteering often report less screen-related stress because they already have meaningful
experiences in the real world. Invite your child to join you for activities like cooking, gardening, or
walking. These moments create lasting memories and demonstrate that joy is not limited to a screen.

Model healthy behaviour yourself. Children and teenagers quickly notice contradictions. If
parents are glued to their phones during dinner, lectures about screen use will fall flat. Show balance
by putting your own phone aside during family time. This quiet example is far more powerful than
rules alone.

Finally, be mindful of emotional well-being. If your child shows signs of anxiety, sadness, or
isolation linked to digital pressures, do not dismiss them as “just a phase.” Offer comfort, remind them
they are not alone, and if needed, reach out to a counsellor or psychologist for professional guidance.
Early support can prevent small struggles from turning into serious mental health concerns.

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From a Dream of Thinking Machine to ChatGPT: The Fascinating
Story of Al Revolution

In 2024, the world celebrated a truly historic moment at the crossroads of Physics and artificial
intelligence, as John Hopfield and Geoffrey Hinton were jointly awarded the Nobel Prize in Physics
for their discoveries that made modern Al possible. Their pioneering work laid the foundation for
today’s powerful Al systems like ChatGPT that millions of people use daily for writing, problem-
solving, and learning.

Artificial Intelligence is often classified into three main categories: Artificial Narrow
Intelligence (ANI), Generative Al (GenAl), and Artificial General Intelligence (AGI). ANI refers
to Al systems designed to perform a single specialized task, such as face recognition, Amazon Alexa,
Google Assistant, or self-driving cars. Generative Al, on the other hand, is a type of Al model that can
create new content such as text, images, audio, video, or code by learning patterns from training data.
Examples include ChatGPT, Deepseek for text generation, Google Gemini for multimodal tasks,
DALL-E and MidJourney for image generation, MusicLM for audio generation, Google Veo and Sora
Al for video generation etc. Most experts consider Generative Al to be a part of ANI because it is still
limited to certain tasks. On the other hand, AGI, or Artificial General Intelligence, represents Al with
the ability to learn, understand, and perform any intellectual task that a human can, though it remains a
future research goal and has not yet been achieved. Beyond these three, researchers and thinkers also
discuss Artificial Superintelligence (ASI), a hypothetical form of Al that could surpass human
intelligence and perform tasks more effectively and efficiently than humans in every field.

Even though AGI and ASI are still beyond our reach, the rapid growth of Generative Al marks
one of the most important developments in Al today. But how did we get here? Artificial Intelligence
(Al) often feels like something that appeared suddenly - one day we were Googling and scrolling social
media, and the next day we were chatting with tools like ChatGPT or asking Al to generate pictures of
cats dressed as astronauts. But the truth is, the story of Al is a long rollercoaster of dreams, failures, and
unexpected breakthroughs. To understand this Al revolution, let’s take a journey through history, see
the contributions of Hopfield and Hinton, and explore how systems like ChatGPT actually work.

The Dream of Thinking Machines

The dream of artificial intelligence is ancient. Philosophers like Aristotle wondered: can
human thought can be mechanised? can reasoning be reduced to mathematical rules? Key figures
like Aristotle (syllogism), Euclid (formal reasoning), al-Khwarizmi (algorithm), and later, 17th-century
philosophers like Leibniz, Hobbes, and Descartes, explored the idea of reducing rational thought to
systematic calculation.

But the modern story starts with Alan Turing in the 1930s-40s. He asked a question that still
defines Al today: “Can machines think?” His idea of a “universal machine” (later called the Turing
Machine) showed that computers could, in theory, solve any logical problem if we could only program
them correctly. This theory met reality during World War 1l, when electronic computers were built to
crack codes and calculate missile trajectories. Suddenly, “thinking machines” didn’t feel so far-fetched.
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Birth of Al - Early Success and Optimism (1956-1974)

In 1956, a group of scientists gathered at the Dartmouth Workshop and gave this dream a name:
“Artificial Intelligence”. That workshop was organized by Marvin Minsky and John McCarthy, and it
was McCarthy who coined the term “Artificial Intelligence” (Al). This Workshop is primarily regarded
as the birthplace of Al.

The period following the Dartmouth Workshop saw “astonishing” Al programs that could solve
algebra problems, prove geometry theorems, and process English. Fueled by excitement, researchers
and government predicted human-level Al within 20 years. Government agencies, particularly the
Defence Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA), US provided substantial funding, leading to
the establishment of Al laboratories at universities like MIT, Carnegie Mellon, Stanford, and
Edinburgh.

Meanwhile one of the first chatbots, ELIZA, appeared in 1966 developed by Joseph
Weizenbaum at MIT. ELIZA pretended to be a psychotherapist by reflecting people’s words back at
them. If you typed:

“I'm feeling sad foday.”
ELIZA might respond:
“Why do you think you 're feeling sad today?”

It wasn’t really intelligent - it was just using pattern-matching tricks. But people got
emotionally attached to ELIZA, showing that humans are quick to project intelligence onto machines.

First Al Winter (1974-1980)

By the 1970s, reality hit hard. Early Al systems could handle small, controlled problems but
failed miserably at common sense. For example, an Al might solve a complex math problem but
couldn’t understand that water makes things wet. Funding for undirected Al research was severely
reduced after reports like the ALPAC report (1966) and the Lighthill report (1973) highlighted a lack
of progress.

Rise of “Expert System” and Revival of Neural Network (1980s)

The 1980s saw a resurgence in Al, fueled by the adoption of “expert systems”- programs that
encoded the knowledge of human experts as thousands of if-then rules. For example, an expert system
for doctors might contain rules like:

“IF fever + sore throat — THEN possible infection.”

Companies invested heavily, thinking these systems would revolutionize medicine and
business. This period also marked the revival of neural networks, known as “connectionism,” and the
development of reinforcement learning. John Hopfield’s “Hopfield networks” were one of the first
artificial neural networks capable of memorizing data, and Geoffrey Hinton later extended this work to
develop Boltzmann machines, demonstrating machine learning capabilities. This work, rooted in
biophysics, statistical physics, and computational physics, laid the foundations for modern machine
learning and Al. As mentioned earlier, both scientists received the Nobel Prize in Physics in 2024, a
topic that will be discussed in greater detail later in this article.
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Meanwhile, Japan’s Fifth Generation Computer Project (1981) committed $850 million to
develop machines capable of conversations, language translation, image interpretation, and
human-like reasoning, inspiring similar initiatives in the UK (Alvey project) and the US (Strategic
Computing Initiative by DARPA).

Second Al Winter (1990s)

Investors’ interest towards Al research collapsed again in the 1990s, for multiple reasons. First,
“Expert System” failed as these systems requires too many rules, too hard to maintain. Second, early
Al research (logic, symbolic reasoning, expert systems) ran on large mainframes and time-sharing
systems at universities and government labs. These machines were rare and extremely expensive, so
only a small group of researchers could experiment with Al. With the arrival of affordable personal
computers (IBM PC, Apple 11, Macintosh, etc.), computing spread massively to common people. The
huge commercial success of PCs made industry focus on making personal computers or productivity
software and consumer apps for PCs, not fundamental Al.

But during these “cold” years of Al something else were happening unexpectedly but quietly,
that later became the backbone of today’s Al In the early 90s, the internet over www or World Wide
Web (1991, Tim Berners-Lee, at CERN) and popularization of personal computers (PCs) led to an
explosion of digital information. For the first time, huge text data, images, and later videos were
available online. Al systems need huge data for training and suddenly, data was growing faster than
ever. The fuel for machine learning was being created quietly.

In addition to Internet, an unexpected revolution was also unfolding in hardware domain during
this period. In the 2000s, Al researchers faced a problem: their models needed massive amounts of
computation. CPUs alone, are not capable of handling large no of computation in short time. Cheaper
and faster hardware is needed. Here, The Graphics Processing Unit (GPU) unexpectedly emerged as a
key enabler.

GPUs were designed primarily for gamers to render realistic explosions, shadows, and 3D
effects. Unlike CPUs (the brain of your computer), which are like a very smart worker doing tasks one
by one, GPUs are like thousands of less-smart workers solving problems in parallel. Perfect for video
games. Al researchers realized GPUs were also perfect for matrix math, the core of neural networks. In
2006, NVIDIA’s CUDA platform allowed programmers to use GPUs for general computing, not just
graphics. Suddenly, Al training that once took months could be done in days. All of this set the stage
for the Deep Learning Revolution (2010s), once GPUs were harnessed and large datasets became
usable.

Deep Learning Revolution (2010-2017)
The early 21% Century brought new momentum with the availability of

1) “Big Data” — The internet produced oceans of text, images, and videos.

2) Better Hardware — GPUs made massive computations possible.

3) Smarter Machine Learning Techniques — Scientist like Geoffrey Hinton refined neural
networks with backpropagation and new design.

A significant turning point was the success of deep learning around 2012, which vastly
improved performance in image, and video processing, text analysis, and speech recognition. In 2012,
Hinton’s team entered an image-recognition competition called ImageNet with a model named
AlexNet. It crushed the competition, recognizing objects far better than any system before. That single
victory announced the deep learning revolution. Interest in Artificial General Intelligence (AGI)
research was revived, with companies like OpenAl and Google's DeepMind founded to pursue it.
Concerns about Al's potential risks also began to emerge as an area of serious academic research.
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Rise of Generative Al and LLMs (2017-present)

While significant progress was being made in the field of image recognition, a major challenge
persisted in the domain of natural language processing. Understanding human speech and text is harder
than identifying cats in pictures. Early chatbots like ELIZA (1966) were shallow.

In 2017, Researchers from Google Brain published a paper “Attention is All You Need”. This

breakthrough work fundamentally changed the landscape of artificial intelligence and laid the
foundation for GPT, BERT, ChatGPT, and their successors. In this landmark paper, the researchers
introduced the “Transformer” architecture. Transformers use a clever trick called self-attention - a
way for the model to look at every word in a sentence and figure out which ones matter most.

Example: In the sentence “The cat that chased the dog was tired, ” the model knows that “was
tired” refers to the cat, not the dog.
Transformers unlocked the ability to build Large Language Models (LLMs). These are

enormous neural networks trained on gigantic amounts of text - billions or even trillions of words. The
first publicly published modern LLM is widely considered to be GPT-1 (Generative Pre-trained
Transformer-1) by OpenAl, released in June 2018. Shortly after came Google BERT (Bidirectional
Encoder Representations from Transformers) in October 2018, which also had a deep impact on the
field. Initially, GPT was developed mainly as a text generation tool, but with the release of GPT-2 in
2019, researchers made a surprising discovery. In the paper “Language Models are Unsupervised
Multitask Learners”, OpenAl showed that GPT-2, even without explicit training for specific tasks,
could perform things like answering quiz questions, solving multiple-choice problems, summarizing
passages, and even basic translation—simply by being given the right prompt. This revealed that large
language models possess an unexpected ability for zero-shot and few-shot learning, meaning they can
generalize to new tasks without task-specific training. This finding was a turning point in Al research,
shifting the view of GPT from just a text generator to a general-purpose model capable of performing a
wide range of language tasks.

On November 30, 2022 OpenAl launched ChatGPT, which marked a pivotal moment in public
Al adoption, quickly gaining over 100 million users. Its ability to generate human- like conversations,
code, and creative content revolutionized the usability of GPT models. Other generative Al tools
followed, including text-to-image models like DALL-E, Midjourney, and Stable Diffusion, and text-to-
video models like Sora and Veo. The widespread use of Al has led to new advancements like
multimodal Al (e.g. Google Gemini), which can process and generate various types of data such as text,
images, and audio. Hyper-personalization, real-time applications, and the rise of autonomous Al agents
are also emerging trends.

How LLMs Like ChatGPT Work

At first glance, LLMs like ChatGPT seems almost magical - answering every questions, writing
essays, or even generating jokes. But under the hood, it works like a very advanced predictive text
system (like the one on your smartphone).

Here’s how:

1. Tokenization - Text is broken into small units called tokens. For example, “hello world”
becomes two tokens: “hello” and “world.” Remember a token is not always a full word. Longer or
rare words may be split into multiple tokens (e.g., "unhappiness” tokenize to "un", "happiness").
Instead of dealing with entire words or sentences at once, the model works with these tokens to
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analyze and generate language.

2. Training -

» Pre-training: Pre-training is the initial learning phase of a LLM, where the model is trained
on a massive amount of raw text data-billions or even trillions of words. In this stage, the
model is not given explicit instructions about specific tasks (like translation or question
answering). Instead, it learns general patterns of language by predicting text.

» Fine-tuning: Fine-tuning is the second training phase after pre-training. While pre-training
teaches a model general language patterns from massive text data, fine-tuning adapts the
model to specific tasks or behaviors using smaller, curated datasets.

» Reinforcement Learning with Human Feedback (RLHF): Humans rank the model’s
answers, and the system learns to prefer responses closer to human preferences.

3. Self-Attention (Transformers) - The model uses a mechanism called self-attention, which
allows it to look at all the words in a sentence at once and figure out which are most important. This
IS why it can generate coherent, context-aware answers.

In short, ChatGPT doesn’t “think” like a human. It predicts what word (or token) should come
next, but it does so with such scale and sophistication that it feels intelligent. Because it has learned
from so much data, it can generate essays, jokes, code, poetry, and even reasoning chains.

Physics Behind Modern Al: Hopfield and Hinton

The Nobel Prize in Physics 2024 was awarded "for foundational discoveries and
inventions that enable machine learning with artificial neural networks" and recognized two
visionaries:

John Hopfield — Hopfield Networks

In 1982, physicist John Hopfield developed Hopfield networks, one of the earliest forms of
artificial neural networks. Inspired by physics, he compared how neurons in the brain behave to
magnetic systems in nature. He introduced the concept of “energy” into Al systems. Just as physical
systems settle into low-energy states, Hopfield’s networks could “settle” into solutions, recalling stored
patterns even when they were incomplete. For example, if you gave the network part of a picture, it
could “fill in” the missing details—a primitive form of memory and pattern recognition. Hopfield’s
work showed that physics-inspired ideas could breathe new life into Al research at a time when it was
considered a dead end.

Geoffrey Hinton — Deep Learning and Beyond

If Hopfield laid the seeds, Geoffrey Hinton watered the garden. In 1985, He extended
Hopfield’s ideas with the Boltzmann machine, again borrowing principles from statistical physics.
These machines could actually “learn” patterns, not just store them. But Hinton’s most famous
contribution was popularizing backpropagation in 1986. This is a method for training neural networks
by adjusting them based on their mistakes—Iike a student correcting errors after a test. This technique
became the backbone of modern Al. Later, in 2010s Hinton’s research led to Deep Belief Networks
and eventually to the deep learning models that revolutionized speech recognition, image analysis, and
natural language. Today, Hinton is often called the “Godfather of Al.”
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Conclusion: A Physics-Inspired Revolution

From the physics-inspired insights of Hopfield to the deep learning breakthroughs of Hinton,
the journey of Al shows how ideas from science can transform technology and society. Today’s Al
systems, like ChatGPT, are not just products of clever coding, they are the culmination of decades of
human curiosity, scientific rigor, and technological innovation. We stand at the beginning of a new era
where machines can assist in almost every field. And while challenges remain, the revolution of Al is
already reshaping how we work, communicate, and imagine the future.
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Plastic Pollution and Its Mitigation

In today’s world, pollution has become an integral part
of every discussion as it directly affects all the living and non-
living things of the world. Out of all the pollutions, plastic
pollution has earned significant attention in recent times because
of its nature as it can directly impact the quality of soil and
water. Plastic pollution refers to the accumulation of plastic
products after use in the environment which adversely affect

wildlife, ecosystems and human health. Use of plastic has

become an integral part of modern world because of their effectiveness due to their lightweight,
durability and low cost. However, the non-biodegradable nature of plastics has made plastic pollution
one of the most serious environmental challenges of the 21* century.

Plastic pollution finds its sources from many things such as single use plastics, industrial
discharge, microplastics, mismanaged waste, marine litter etc. Single use plastics refer to plastic
products used for one time which includes bags, bottles, straws, packaging materials etc. Many
industries discharge plastic waste in an improper manner which cause pollution of the soil and water.
Microplastics are tiny particles of plastic with less than 5 millimeters in size that come from either the
breakdown of larger plastics or are manufactured to be small. Because of this they can persist in the
environment, accumulate in ecosystems and can enter the human body through various pathways
causing serious health challenges. These are sources of environmental concern because they persist in
the environment, accumulate in ecosystems and have been found to enter the human body through
various pathways, with ongoing research into their health effects. Sources include synthetic textiles,
cosmetics and the fragmentation of larger plastic waste. Marine litter refers to dumping of plastic
waste into oceans via rivers and storm drains while the mismanaged waste occurs because of

inefficient recycling systems and open dumping in landfills.

Impact of plastic pollution covers a range of areas starting from environment to human health.
Environmental impact of plastic pollution includes impact on wildlife, ecosystems, soil and water and
on climate. Plastic waste can cause serious injuries and even death of the marine and terrestrial animals

because of ingestion. Plastic can also block sunlight, disrupt aquatic ecosystems and alter their
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habitats. Soil and ground water gets contaminated by the leaching of toxic additives such as phthalates,
BPA etc. from plastic pollution. Production and incineration of plastic releases greenhouse gases,
exacerbating climate change. Plastic pollution can also impact human health by releasing harmful
substances that can cause hormonal imbalances and disease. Microplastic because of its size can enter
the body through food and drinking water and has the ability to contaminate the food chain through

bioaccumulation.

Plastic pollution and its adverse effects can be mitigated through several means such as
reduce, reuse, recycle, replace, restore and cleanup and policy and education. Reduce refers to
restriction in the use of single use plastics, e.g., straws, cups etc. while promoting eco-friendly
alternatives, e.g., jute, bamboo etc. Reuse is to encourage the use of durable plastic products and
containers that have an extended product life. Recycle refers to the improvement of waste segregation
at the source with the help of chemical and mechanical recycling technologies and also to encourage
extended producer responsibility (EPR) for plastic manufacturers. A shift towards circular economy
will serve this purpose. Replace signifies innovation of biodegradable plastics, e.g., PLA, PHA etc.
and compostable materials and also to support scientific research for the development of environment
friendly plastic products. Restore and cleanup refers to behavioral change and community engagement
such as organizing beach cleanups, river restoration, community waste management programs etc.
Another important point through which plastic pollution can be mitigated is education and policy
related aspects such as strengthening plastic waste management laws, e.g., India’s Plastic Waste
Management Rules, 2016 etc., to conduct public awareness campaigns on responsible consumption of
plastics. Promoting and encouraging corporate responsibility and green packaging initiatives will also

serve the purpose.

Globally, many measures have been taken to mitigate the adverse effects of plastic pollution.
Some of the significant efforts include “Clean Seas” campaign promoted by UN Environment
Programme (UNEP), transboundary plastic waste movement controlled by Basel Convention (2019
Amendment) etc. Similarly, a treaty known as Global Plastic Treaty which is under negotiation aims

for a legally binding agreement to end plastic pollution.

Plastic pollution is a global crisis which requires multi-dimensional approach such as strong
legislation, technological innovation and behavioral change to address. Environmental impact of
plastic pollution can be significantly reduced through sustainable alternatives, improved waste
management and community participation. To ensure a cleaner and healthier planet for the future
generations, a paradigm shift is required from the conventional economy towards the circular

economy.
